When should I start my child in Music Lessons?
1. When the child expresses the desire to learn.

2. When the child has the physical and emotional maturity to handle the instrument they want to learn.  Consider:

a. Physically, can the instrument of choice be properly held and operated.  

b. Emotionally, are we ready to accept and apply direct instruction.  

c. Educationally, do we know the symbols, words, and sounds of written communication, and can we follow directions.

3. When the parent and the child agree to commit to the time required to learn. 
Orchestra Instruments:  The violin, viola, and cello instruments are scaled down in size and students can begin as early as 4 years old.
Band Instruments:  Wind instruments usually require a degree of muscular development to supply necessary breath control.  Young children historically have trouble controlling wind instruments.  We suggest not starting prior to 9 or 10 years in age.
Piano and Keyboard:  We start children at 5 and 6.  We prefer to see basic language and reading skills developed before they enter serious music studies.  Reading music actually increases the young learners ability to read.
Voice:  Song learning can begin at any age.  Voice study and vocal technique development is best introduced as the body begins to develop in later pre-teen years.
Guitar:  9 or 10 years of age is usually best age to start.  You can start at a younger age but instrument should be fitted to the child.
